· Superintendent Rasmussen will declare the nominations for Board President open.  Nominations need not be seconded if repeated by the chair, and may be closed by consensus or by a majority vote on a motion of closure.


By roll call vote a president shall be elected by a majority vote and will immediately assume the gavel.
