combined annual budget of nearly $12 bitlion and employ well over 100,000 people; and

WHEREAS, school directors play a crucial role in promoting student learning and

achievement by creating a vision, establishing policies and budgets, and setting clear standards

of accountability for all involved; and

WHEREAS, school directors are directly accountable to the citizens in their districts,

serving as a vital link between members of the community and their schools; and

WHBREAS, school directors provide a passionate voice of advocacy for public schools

and the welfare of school children; and

WHEREAS, it is appropriate to recognize school directors as outstanding volunteers and

champions for public education;
