Oath of Office and Board Reorganization – Board 

Action to be taken:
Annual Board reorganization will take place
Upon election certification, newly elected and re-elected school board members must be given the oath of office.  Board members Brian Deagle, Suzanne Weaver, and Jan Woldseth will be given the oath of office prior to board reorganization.
By law, the Board must reorganize and elect a new board president annually, and a legislative representative every two years.  Upon adoption of policy governance, the Board eliminated the position of Vice President.  

On January 24, 2007, Connie Fletcher was elected Legislative Representative for a two-year term.  The Board also indicated it would review and update the job description for that position.

By law, the Superintendent will preside over the election process until a new board president is elected.  
· Superintendent Rasmussen will declare open the nominations for Board President.  Nominations need not be seconded if repeated by the chair, and may be closed by consensus or by a majority vote on a motion of closure.


By roll call vote a president shall be elected by a majority vote and will immediately assume the gavel.  

As members of the National School Board Association National Affiliate Program, the Board is asked to identify a NAAN representative (National Affiliate Advocacy Network).  Last January Jan Woldseth agreed to serve as the Board’s NAAN representative.   
As NSBA members, the Board is asked to identify an FRN representative (Federal Relations Network).  
Last January Connie Fletcher agreed to serve as the Board’s FRN representative.
